Manager:

Hardware Requirements of Available Operating Systems

Windows 98

· 486DX/66 MHz or higher processor

· 24 MB RAM

· Between 210 MB and 400 MB hard disk space, depending on installation configuration

Windows 2000 Professional

· Pentium 133 MHz or higher processor

· 64 MB RAM

· 1 GB hard disk space

Windows XP Professional

· Pentium 233 MHz or faster processor

· 128 MB RAM

· 1.5 GB hard disk space

Ubuntu Linux

· Pentium 133 MHz or higher processor

· 32 MB RAM

· 1.5 GB hard disk space

These are only estimates.  Ubuntu can be adjusted to be very small to run on very slow systems, or to be as large and complex as a Windows Server system.  These values would make a slow, sinple Ubuntu system.
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
