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Downloading and Installing Photoshop (30-day demo)
1. Use your virtual PC.  Start a browser and go to adobe.com.  Firefox seems to work better than Internet Explorer for this.
2. In the Products section, click on Photoshop.

3. A page opens with the header Adobe Photoshop CS2.  On the top right there is a section titled Next Steps.  Click the Try now (win) link, as shown to the right on this page.
4. In the Please register page, click the red register button.

5. In the select a country or region page, verify that United States is selected and click the red register button.  If a Security warning box opens, click Continue.
6. In the next page, fill in the form and click the save changes button.

7. In the next page, fill in the form and click the register button.

8. In the next page, click the Proceed to Download button.

9. In the next page, click the Download Now button.  Save the Photoshop_CS2.exe file on your desktop.

10. Double-click the Photoshop8-en.exe file.  Unzip it to the default folder, which will create a folder on your desktop named Photoshop TryOut.

11. Open the Photoshop TryOut folder.  Open the Photoshop CS2 folder.  Double-click the Setup.exe file.
12. Click through the installation accepting all the default choices.  Install the 30-day version.
Saving Two Images
13. You will make a simple Photoshop picture, with a background image and something cut out of another image put onto the background.  The foreground object should be on a solid color background, so that it will be easier to cut it out.  Use Google Images or any other source of images and find the two images.  Save them in the My Pictures folder.  

Starting Photoshop
14. Click Start, All Programs, Adobe Photoshop CS2.  In the Adobe Activation box, click Continue Trial.
15. In the Adobe Updater Preferences box, click OK.  If an Adobe Updater box appears complaining about a firewall, click Cancel.
16. In the Adobe Photoshop window, click File, Open.  Open your foreground image.

Removing the Background
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Your image should appear, as shown to the right on this page.  Click the Magic Wand tool, as shown.
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You may find it helpful to click the Zoom Tool, as labeled in the image to the right, and enlarge your image.

19. Now click some of the background.  The Magic Wand should lasso the background without selecting any of your foreground image.  Hold down the Ctrl key on the keyboard and press the X key to cut out that part of the background.  Repeat this process as necessary to cut out the background, piece-by-piece.  If you make a mistake, click Edit, Step Backward.

20. After doing that for a while, you should have the background mostly removed, as shown to the right on this page.  At this point, it will probably be easier to use the Brush Tool to clean it up.
21. Click the Brush Tool as shown in the figure to the upper right.  Then double-click the Foreground Color box at the right of the screen, as shown below.  In the Color Picker window, click the white portion of the shaded area in the upper left to choose white.  Then click OK.


Saving the Isolated Image
22. You should now be able to paint out the leftover background, as shown to the right on this page.  Click File, Save As…ave this image with a new name, such as jogger2.
Opening the Background Image
23. Click File, Open and open your background image.
Selecting the Foreground Image
24. Click the Magic Wand tool.  Click in the background portion of the foreground image, so that a marquee appears all around the foreground image, as shown to the left on this page.

25. From the menu bar, click Select, Inverse.  This will select the foreground image, not the background.  Then press Ctrl+C to copy the foreground image.

26. Click in the background image and press Ctrl+V to paste the foreground image in.  Drag it to a good location and drop it there, as shown below.  Then click File, Save As… and save the altered image on a floppy disk so your presenter can show it to the class.
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
