How to Get VMware Workstation at Home

If you do your homework in the S214 lab, VMware Workstation is already installed for you, on the Vista partitions.  But if you want to work at home, you will need to install it there.

What You Need 
· A computer running Windows XP, Vista, or Windows 7 with at least 512 MB of RAM and several GB of storage available.  Each virtual machine is 2-4 GB, or even larger if you install a lot of software on the virtual machine

· A broadband Internet connection so you can download large files.
Reading Your CCSF Email
1. You should have received two emails at your usual email address when you registered, telling you how to access your CCSF email.  If you did not, you can get more help with this procedure:

· Open a browser and go to www.ccsf.edu.  On the upper right, click the blinking "Online Admissions" or "Online Registration" button.  On the lower right, click "Student Email Login".  Follow the instructions on your screen.  

2. You should have received an email with a subject line "An account has been created for you" telling you how to get your VMware Workstation software.  Follow the instructions in that email to download and install VMware Workstation.
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
